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I thought that now would be a good time to have a quick refresher course 
on using the club web site. Our web site is the place to get the most current 
information about upcoming club events as well as see pictures and reports 
from past club events. In addition, once you have logged in to the site as a 
member, you can register on-line for upcoming events. All in all, it is a useful 
tool, but only if you are familiar with its use.

When you fi rst visit the club site at “http://www.indymiata.org/ at the top 
left of the page, as well as all the other pages on the site, there is a “Member 
Login” link.

 When you click on the link, you will go to the member login page 
where you will be asked for your user name and password. You should have 
received your user name and password when you joined the club. Enter 
your user name and password in the appropriate boxes and click the “Login” 
button. You can also tell the site to remember 
you on future visits. If you do this, you wonʼt 
have to log in every time you visit the site.

After you have entered your user name and 
password, you should get a message welcoming 
you back to the site. If you get a message saying 
that your login was incorrect, try entering your 
user name and password again. If that doesnʼt 
work, either, you can go back to the main 
login page and click on the red link under the 
login button that tells you to click if you have 
forgotten your password (Itʼs circled in the 
screenshot). On the next page, you will get a 
place to enter your email address. Enter your 
email address and click the “Find Password” 
button. If we have your email address on fi le, 
you will receive an email telling you what tour user name and password are. 
If we canʼt fi nd your email address, send me a note from the offi cers page and 
I will send you your user name and password.
