Dave's Miata Tip Of The Month

Is your transmission sounding too loud? This px reportedly results in much im-
proved sound insulation. Go to your local craft store and get some 2" thick foam.
Remove the center console and carefully cut the foam to pt inside the console,
thereby padding it from the carpet. To remove the console you must remove pve
SCrews:

Bottom of armrest/storage box area (2)

Front of console low on left and right sides near foot well (2)

Depending on model year: either under the ashtray or cup holder (1990-2000)
or under the widow switches (2001 and later?)
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Have A Favorite Attraction, Get-away Spot Or
Restaurant? Here's How To Turn It Into A Rally!

We all have a favorite place to go on a lazy weekend. It might be a park for a picnic, a small town for some antique shopping,
or even a favorite restaurant where they serve that unique dish. Why not share that favorite destination with the rest of us by
turning it into a rally? 1tds a lot easier than you might think. Instead of taking the direct route, just take the long way there!

So, how do you start? First, pick your destination. It might be 10 miles away or it might be 50 miles, it really doesnit matter,
as long as the roads are scenic and a little bit twisty and you can get there and back while itds still light outside. Then, get your
self a good map. | recommend the Indiana state map booklet by the American Map Company (red cover, about 8.5 x 12 inches

in size) 0 | found mine at the Meijer Gas Station for about $12. This map divides
the state into many pages, but what makes it stand out from the others is that it
provides the names of virtually every road shown.

Pick a convenient starting point that will be easily accessible to everyone
traveling to meet for the rally. Now sit down with your map and take a look at
whatfs in between your starting and ending points. Based on what you see on the
map, make a rough route of some of the interesting, “Miata-friendly” looking
roads that could potentially link the two points. Now, itis time for you and your
favorite navigator and hit the road with a clip board, legal paper pad, several
pencils and head to your starting point.

The important information you’ll need to gather is a running total of mileage
and the street names on which wedll all be traveling. On your pad, list columns
that show a rolling total of mileage (and optionally the mileage distance between
each turn), and the names and description of the roads wedll be traveling on. Zero
out your odometer at the exact point where we’ll start and GO! At each turn or
change of direction, write down the odometer reading and then the name of the
road. Include any descriptive information like landmarks, that ocross trafpc does
not stopd (CTDNS), or ono street signo, etc. Also include warnings about rough
roads, gravel, residential areas, etc., too. Donit be afraid to go off the beaten path
0 those are usually some of the best, most scenic and Miata-friendly roads!

After discovering your rally route, type it up on a spreadsheet in a format
that is easily read by a navigator that may be holding on for dear life from your
passenger seat. Optionally, you may want to spice up your rally directions with
a few questions or clues to be answered by participants and offer a prize for
those who answer the most correctly, or make it a Poker Run with participants
collecting playing cards along the route with prizes for the best hands given at
the destination. Use your imagination 8 whether itds a Fun Run, Clue Rally or
a Poker Run the end result is the same & a great time sharing the enjoyment of
driving our favorite sports car with other Miata Fanatics.

It seems that most of our rallies run a total of around 75 miles, with some as
short as 40 miles to others that run well over 100 miles. Just make sure that you
plan your route for those of us who have consumed a pot of coffee that morning
and have one or two rest stops along the way!

OK, OK... so you say you’d like to host a rally but simply don’t have the time
to map out a route. No problem! Just pick out a previously run route and wedll do
itagain! Just go to the Indy Miata Club web site at www.IndyMiata.org, click on
the ONewso0 tab and scroll down to the link titled oRally Forms Online!6 Thereds
several listed from past years with many more to be added in the near future. If
you need some help in planning the event, email me at events@indymiata.org
and I’ll be happy to lend a hand!

The important thing is to GET INVOLVED! If you need some help or
suggestions, let your IMC Ofpcers know. There are plenty of open weekends to
pll this Spring, Summer and Fall, so just pick one and letds go for a drive!
